
1. Transparency and Accountability
"What will you do to ensure government is transparent and accountable?"

• As your elected PPC MP, I will be bold in calling out corruption and misuse of funds. I have a track
record of standing up against unconstitutional mandates and lockdowns, protecting parental rights
and calling out the fraud in the climate agenda.

2. Political Representation
"Will you place the rights and needs of your constituents ahead of the interests of your party or
government?"
