The Politician’s Pledge for Good Governance
But first you may have a question:  Does or will my oath of office conflict with this Pledge?
The answer is - "No" ... it does not.
In Canada, when politicians are elected, they do take an oath of office, which includes a pledge of allegiance to the King or Queen. However, the oath itself does not explicitly mention the Canadian Bill of Rights or the Canadian Charter of Rights and Freedoms.
That said, Canadian politicians are expected to uphold the Constitution, which includes the Charter of Rights and Freedoms.
The Politician’s Pledge:
“I will stand against any existing or proposed action or law, initiated within or outside of Canada, that compromises the sovereign rights of Canadians. My actions will be based on knowledge, integrity, transparency and accountability.”

• Integrity: Acting with honesty, upholding high ethical standards, and being open and truthful. 
• Objectivity: Making decisions fairly, without bias or favouritism. 
• Accountability: Taking responsibility for actions and decisions, being transparent about them. 
• Openness: Being open and accessible to the public and willing to explain decisions. 
• Honesty: Acting truthfully and with sincerity. 
• Leadership: Showing leadership and promoting good behavior in public life. 
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
